Course Description:
This course will introduce the student to the theory and practice of evangelism. Students will study biblical examples, with emphasis on the biblical stories of evangelism to determine evangelistic patterns in the early church. Students will discover the trends in practical evangelism and learn a number of effective methods for individual and group evangelism.  Particular attention will be given to the biblical motivations for it as well as God’s role in the evangelism process. 

Course Format: This class is practical and hands on and will involve 

lecture/discussion, daily quizzes, and field trips to practice evangelism in a variety of settings.  The class will visit missionaries in Italy for discussion of practical methods and problems.  Class findings in Italy will be applied to the problems of evangelism in America.  The class will form groups to do evangelism with local churches using a variety of methods including open-air evangelism, mimes, puppets, and literature distribution.

Objectives:

1. The student will be aware of the biblical foundations for evangelism.

2. The student will be able to describe and explain the basic evangelistic methods.

3. The student will be able to share the gospel simply and effectively before a small group of peers.

4. The student will learn to share his or her testimony effectively.

5. The student will demonstrate an ability to do cross-cultural evangelism in a group setting using a variety of appropriate methods.

6. The student will learn to approach the task of evangelism with confidence and enthusiasm.

Course Packet Students will also be expected to read a variety of handouts and select chapters from books, which the instructor believes to be helpful.  These handouts will be made available in class.

Evaluation:
1. Students will be expected to read all assigned texts.

2. Students will write a two page paper on Job.  Further details will be given in class.  This is due on “Day 3”
3. Students will write a four page paper on “objections to assurance of salvation.” This is due on “Day 5”
4. Students will write an eight page paper on the evangelistic process (Election Paper). This is due on “Day 7”
5. Read Acts twice and report of all evangelistic presentations. This is due on “Day 7”
6. There will also be a final comprehensive exam that will be given at the end of the course.  Final on “Day 7”
