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I. Course Description
This is an introductory course to the major persons, issues and events surrounding what has historically been referred to as the Protestant Reformation. Unquestionably one of the most significant movements in Western history, we will analyze the effects of the Reformation on the Western Church today. Throughout, we will attempt to trace the providential working of God carrying out His plan of redemption.

         C.       Students will strengthen their capacity to think comparatively and critically

                    through the issues facing the Church during the Reformation and today.

         D.       Students will demonstrate the ability to conduct college level research and

                    presentations.

                           a.  construct a timeline indicating the historical placement of events and

                                persons related to this course.

                           b.  share 5-7 minute presentations each day in class.
           D.        A field trip to Florence (Dates TBD) will aid the students in understanding 

                       the relationship of the Renaissance to the Reformation.

                     50 items) discussed in class. These will be graded according to accuracy.
